Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to
the Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ.

Ephesians 5:19-20

times it seems that we are not right if we do not elaborate in great
detail all the things that we are thankful for. | have over the course
of time heard some moments of thanks that have been embarrass-
ing for both the person speaking as for those who listened. Lis-
tened to the forced words, wrenched from someone who had not
wanted to speak, but even more did not wish to seem odd or un-
grateful.

We are really only grateful
for the good stuff, the gets as opposed to the gives, the positive side of the ledger instead of the
negative one. That is not thanks though, at least not as | have come to understand thanks. Thanks
means that you are grateful for all the things that come to you, the things that you get and the things
that you do not. That which allows you to go and that which causes you to stop...stop before dam-
age is done.

It is good to give thanks, for the things that you have been given, for the people that surround
your life and for the people, places and things that do not. Thanks is a state that you come to when
you realize that it is not only more blessed to give than to receive, but also at times more blessed to
see others receive than for you to get or give. Be thankful, but understand it and then really mean it.
